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The Gospel of John

Author: John 21:20-24 describes the author of the gospel of John the
Apostle “the disciple whom Jesus loved”

Date of Writing: AD 85—90.

Purpose of Writing: John cites the purpose of the gospel of as
follows: “.. that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of
God, and that believing you may have life in His name” (John 20:3)

John emphasized Jesus as “the Son of God,” fully God and fully man.

Practical Application:

* John’s teachings concerning the deity of Christ (John 1:1-3, 14;
5:22-23; 8:58; 14:8-9; 20:28)

* The gospel of John continues to fulfill its purpose of evangelizing
the lost (John 3:16).

14:1-6, 16; 16:33) are still of great comfort in sorrowful times. John the Apostle
